
North East Iowa Stallion Community Auction / Futurity

Rule changes will be noted in italics per show year.

A. Our classes will include: Weanlings- Early and Late Divisions of Fillies and Colts (4 classes) with stallion owners and mare owners showing together. Additionally, closed classes will include – Yearling Fillies, Yearling Colts / Geldings, Yearling Longe Line, 2 yr. old Snaffle / Bosal Western Pleasure.  
Purses and paybacks are as follows:  From the auction money –15% for added money in the breeder’s ongoing classes and 70% in the weanling purse.  On the day of the show all entries will pay a $10 office charge when they check in.  We will pay, in the weanling class, one place for every 10 stallions sold. A minimum of 5 places will be paid back regardless of the number of stallions sold.  In the closed ongoing classes, we will pay five places for one through nine entries and then one place more for each additional five entries.  Added money for the closed ongoing classes will be divided as to the number in the class the day of the show, not the number of total entries for the class. Closed-no entry fee for weanlings-& Open Futurity class fees are as follows: postmarked by $35 June1,July 1 $50, by Aug. 1 $75,Aug.2nd to the day of show $100.There are no refunds or substitutions for entry in these classes. In case of a tie, the money will be combined and split equally. Exhibitor must be a relative of the owner. Relationship to the owner must be stated on the day of show entry form. For any reason the owner or family member as so defined cannot exhibit the entry, it must be shown by a person that has an entry in the Closed Futurity and must be approved by the futurity committee. Copies of Registration Papers MUST accompany forms!  Incomplete forms will not be accepted!  If you have a Grade horse, Please contact the Stallion Owner for Identification Forms. Any decisions regarding unforeseen circumstances will be ruled on by the Futurity Committee, pursuant to the best interest of all parties involved.

B. Stallion Auction – Terms and Conditions

This futurity is open to stallions of any breed standing in the United States at an advertised stud fee with no limit (which must include all handling and / or chute fees).(2012)  Stallions will be catalogued as they are received and this will be the selling order.  Stallion contracts must be postmarked as listed on Stallion contract to be included in the main catalog.  Contracts received after that date and until one week prior to the auction will be put in a supplemental catalog available the day of the auction.  Stallion contracts received after one week prior and up to and including the day of the auction will be sold at the end of the auction.  We encourage photos of stallions for the catalog and online catalog.  Papers and Associate fees must be submitted with the Stallion Nomination form.

1)
The starting bid on a stud fee will be 50% of the advertised fee but in no case less than $200.(2012) Private Treaty fee will begin at $250.  No chute or handling fees will be charged to the mare owners.  If a stallion is advertised elsewhere with a stud fee and a chute and /or handling fee, the amount will be totaled and the bidding will start at one half of the total fee.  If the fee is found to be different in any other futurity or advertising, the fee will be adjusted up.  If a stud fee is not sold, it can be purchased for 60% of the advertised fee until June 1st of the auction year.  Any fee may be resold (transferred) but must be used in the same auction year.

2)
The highest bidder shall be the buyer.  If any dispute arises or two bidders claim the same bid, the bidding will be opened up between those two bidders.

3)
Telephone or mail in bids will only be accepted by the designated person whose phone number will be listed on the catalog.  Payment for telephone or mail in bids must be received within 10 days after the auction or the stallion will be returned to unsold status and eligible to be sold again. All bidders will be assessed a $5 bidding card charge in lieu of the $10 associate fee.(2012)
4)
Services sold are for this year’s breeding season and service must be used in the year purchased.  A rebreed for the mare or substitute mare (if the mare proves not breedable) is allowed only for the year following the original breeding.A rebreed request form must be filled out and sent in before the mare is rebred in the following year.  A transfer of a rebreed will be allowed if the proper paperwork has been submitted.  This includes a transfer form when the breeding is transferred so we may notify the stallion owner and a rebreed form by December 1.Late fee will be assessed after Dec.1 in the amount of $50 plus the $15 nomination fee, totaling $65 with an absolute deadline of Dec.31st.(2012)A vet certificate will be required for a mare substitution, death of a foal, or credit along with the proper forms.  All other agreements are between the mare owner and stallion owner.  Stallion and mare owners must be in good standing with any and all breed associations.  All credit and rebreed dollars will remain with the auction year purse.  Mare owners having a lethal white foal will not be allowed a credit but will be allowed to substitute a different mare to rebreed or to transfer the rebreed 
5)
Payment shall be made by cash or negotiable check and is payable immediately after the purchase of the stud fee.  Payment can be made in 2 payments – ½ the total amount the day of the auction or when the fee is purchased and the remainder postmarked by April 1 of the auction year.(If mare owner does not pay by the amount by April 1st, breeding & eligibility will be forfeited.)
 6)
If a purchaser’s check is returned for Insufficient Funds, the purchaser will be given one week from notification, by registered mail, to make the check good by returning the amount due plus bank charges in the form of cash, money order or certified check.  If the purchaser fails to make the check good or fails to make a second payment by due date, the purchaser will forfeit the breeding fee and any money already paid.  However, the stallion owner will still be eligible for the Futurity and will be given the opportunity to also purchase the forfeited fee by paying the unpaid balance within 30 days after notification.

7)
Credits must be used at the following year’s auction and any unused amount will be forfeited.  No cash refunds will be made.  Credit will be given the purchaser for the following reasons:  Death of the stallion; Stallion becomes unserviceable; Stallion is sold or leaser and new handler will not honor stallion auction contract.  If a stallion is sold or leased more than 125 miles from the location at the time of the auction the purchaser may request a credit.

8)
Breeding fees can be sold or transferred but must be used in the auction year as stated in C-4.  The original purchaser must notify the stallion owner and send the Futurity a completed transfer form within 2 weeks of the transfer.  The new purchaser will also be assessed the $5 bidding fee which must be enclosed with the transfer form.  A transfer of a rebreed will be allowed if the proper paperwork has been submitted – i.e. transfer form when the breeding is transferred so we may notify the stallion owner, payment of the $5 bidding fee, and a rebreed form will be issued and must be returned by Dec. 1. Late fee will be assessed after Dec.1 in the amount of $50 plus the $15 nomination fee, totaling $65 with an absolute deadline of Dec.31st.(2012) No mare may be bred on a transferred rebreed until we have the transfer and have notified the stallion owner!

Mare owners are highly encouraged to contact the stallion owners for further information on the stallion and stallion owner’s facilities prior to purchasing a stallion’s fee at the auction.  There are no refunds or credits for not approving of a stallion or facility by the mare owner.


E. Mare Owner Responsibilities

10)
Mare owners will assume responsibility of all mare care, veterinary fees and any other fees incurred by their mare.  

11)
Mare must be healthy and in sound breeding condition, halter broke, broke to tie, and no rear shoes.

12)
Mare owner must contact the stallion owner when mare will be arriving at the breeding facility

13)
Mare owner must submit to all stipulations of the stallion owner’s breeding contract if a contract is required.  A copy of the contract will be available at the auction and included in the mare owner packet.

14)
Mare owner will not hold the stallion owner responsible for any accidental injury or death to the mare owner’s mare or foal.  Likewise the mare owner will not be held responsible for any injury or death of the stallion.

15)
Mare owner must submit a Mare Owner’s Nomination Form along with a $15 mare nomination fee on or before Dec.1. Late fee will be assessed after Dec.1 in the amount of $50 plus the $15 nomination fee, totaling $65 with an absolute deadline of Dec.31st.(2012)Failure to submit the form along with the fee will result in the foal being ineligible for the futurity.All information on this form must be complete.  Any known rebreed information must be returned by December 1 of the breeding year.

16)
In the foaling year, the Foal Identification Form must be sent postmarked within 8 weeks of the birth of the foal.  All foal nominations must be accompanied by photos of foal.  These photos will be placed on your foal’s entry card.



F.Stallion Owner Responsibilities

1.
Stallion owner will breed the mare in a manner consistent with their breeding program, file a stallion report on the mare in accordance with their breed’s regulations and issue a Breeder’s Certificate to the mare owner when the foal is born.  The stallion owner also agrees to rebreed the mare or a substitute mare in the case of failure to conceive or failure of the foal to stand and nurse.

2.
Stallion owner must list any additional fees, expenses or conditions in the catalog information including but not limited to A/I fees, Palpation Charges, Farm Contract.  If a stallion or farm contract is required a copy must be returned with the stallion contract to the  Futurity.

3.
Stallion owner will not be held responsible for any accidental injury or death to the mare owner’s mare or foal.  Likewise the stallion owner will not hold the mare owner responsible for the injury or death of his / her stallion.  The stallion owner must notify the mare owner if a vet is needed, unless it is an emergency and is required to notify the mare owner immediately upon injury, sickness or death of the mare or foal in his / her care.

4.
Stallion owners whose fee has sold must submit a Stallion Owners Mare Nomination form along with a $15 nomination fee on or before December 1st of the breeding year in order to remain eligible for the  futurity. Late fee will be assessed after Dec.1 in the amount of $50 plus the $15 nomination fee, totaling $65 with an absolute deadline of Dec.31st.(2012) Failure to submit either the nomination form or fee will result in the foal being ineligible for the futurity. The stallion owner must nominate a different mare than the mare owner.  Any known rebreed information on the stallion owner’s mare must be returned by the December 1st of the breeding year.

5.
In the foaling year, the Foal Identification Form must be sent postmarked within 8 weeks of the birth of the foal.  All foal nominations must be accompanied by photos of both sides of foal.  These photos will be placed your foal’s entry card.

6.
It is optional for stallion owners to fill in the entry form field covering the following HYPP and OLWS.
G.   Notice

All agreements, including shipped semen, are between the mare owner and stallion owner.  North East Iowa Stallion Community Auction/Futurity Committee act as the agent only.  Any circumstances not covered by the above rules will be handled by the futurity committee.  Future futurity rules and dates are subject to change. H.
Breeder’s Futurity

17)
Weanling classes will be:  1/ Early Stallions 2. Late Stallions 3.  Early Fillies 4.  Late Fillies.  Mare and stallion owners will show together.

18)
Both mare and stallion owners must nominate a mare by December 1 along with the $15 dollar nomination fee of the breeding year- Late fee will be assessed after Dec.1 in the amount of $50 plus the $15 nomination fee, totaling $65 with an absolute deadline of Dec.31st.(2012)- and submit foal identification forms within 8 weeks of the birth of the foal.

19)
Both mare and stallion owners must report to the entry stand at least ½ hour before their class to declare their entry, pick up exhibitor number and pay a $10 office charge for each entry.When all entries are registered, the split of the futurity classes will be made by the foals that are at the show.

20)
If there are an off number of foals after split, the odd foal will go into the late division.  If the dividing date has 2 foals (same sex) and one must be early and the other late, the owners will flip for the division.

21)
Closed weanling(2012) futurity entries must be shown by the original owner or a member of the owner’s family defined as follows: owner’s spouse, mother, father, son, daughter, brother, sister, grandchild, legal ward, step child, half brother, half sister or owner’s in-laws thereof. Relationship to owner must be stated on the day of show entry form. If for any reason the owner or member of the family as so defined cannot exhibit the entry it must be shown by a person that has an entry in the Closed Futurity and must be approve by the Futurity committee.(Closed yearlings & two year olds open to any exhibitor[2012])
22)
Transfer of entry.If the entry is sold, the new owner or member of their family is eligible to show the entry providing the following conditions have been met:Nomination Status Change form must be submitted to the  Futurity within 10days of the transfer and the new owner must present a copy of registration papers in the new owner’s name to the office by the day of the show.  No transfer applications will be accepted.  If these conditions have not been met then the original owner or member of their family will be required to show the foal.

23)
Late nominations:  An owner of a foal who did not get nominated within the time frame allowed may pay a penalty to show his / her horse.  A mare must have been nominated but the owner must pay $200 if they miss the nomination deadline of 8 weeks after birth of foal, but must be paid 30 days prior to show date.  Horses not nominated within 30 days prior to show cannot show.  If the foal was never nominated the owner must pay $200 per year.  i.e.: $200 yearling & $400 two year old.  

24)
Proof of relationship may be required to show in the Closed classes if not an owner.

25)
$5 Bidding fee must be paid with your stallion submission or with your purchase.  No mare or foal nomination or entry will be accepted without this fee being paid.  This fee supports mailings, website and show expenses.


I.Hardship

Any hardship / accident situations must be brought before the committee.

Hardships will be decided on an individual basis. Documentation of circumstances may be requested.

Any situations not covered in the above rules must be submitted to the futurity committee in writing to be considered.

J.
Request for another copy of the mare owner’s folder or rebreed form must be accompanied by a SASE for the rebreed form or a check for $5.00(2012) to mail another folder.  Mare and stallion owners receive their folders after the stud fee has been purchased.
